 STATEMENT 
I throw porcelain on a stick driven momentum wheel, creating fine cylindrical forms. 
These are refined during throwing and intuitive decorative marks are applied using 
wood ash slips, colouring oxides and inlayed clay. 
 
These forms were initially inspired by the industrial landscapes of the North East and 
marks have evolved from line drawings of the landscape. I fire most of my work in a 
gas kiln, reducing to 1260oc. I produce a simple range of mixed porcelain tableware, 
a speckled cream and a grey porcelain.
